本測驗分四部分，全為四選一之選擇題，共 35題，作答時間約 30分鐘。 

 

第一部分 看圖辨義 

共 5題，試題冊上有數幅圖畫，每一圖畫有 1–3個描述該圖的題目，每題請聽

光碟放音機播出題目以及四個英語敘述之後，選出與所看到的圖畫最相符的答

案，每題只播出一遍。

For question number 1, please look at Picture A. 

What does the man want to do? 

(A) He wants to throw the computer away. 

(B) He wants to change his shirt. 

(C) He wants to put the computer together. 

(D) He wants to watch TV. 

Answer: C 

 

【解題關鍵】 

題目是問「男子想做什麼？」。圖片中沒有 TV、男子也不像在換衣服，所以

不必考慮選項 B和 D。選項 A和 C皆有提到圖中出現的電腦，但從男子的動

作及腦海中的畫面可以判斷他是想要把它組裝起來（put together），故正確答

案選 C。

For question number 2, please look at Picture B. 

What is true about the movie you see in the picture? 

(A) What is true about the movie you see in the picture? 

(B) Tickets to the movie have sold out. 

(C) It begins at 9:00 p.m. 

(D) Tickets to see the movie cost $9 each. 

Answer: C 

 

【解題關鍵】 

題目詢問「圖片中關於這部電影何者為真？」，仔細觀察圖片中有電影院的售

票口及上頭寫著片名 Titanic及 9:00 p.m.的海報，一般來說，海報上的時間是

關於放映時間的訊息，可知最符合圖片的答案為 C。 

 

For questions number 3 and 4, please look at Picture C.

Which describes the weather forecast shown in the picture? 

(A) Sydney will enjoy clear skies. 

(B) Tokyo is in for a major storm. 

(C) Moscow has to deal with powerful winds. 

(D) Berlin has the coolest temperatures of all. 

Answer: B 



 

【解題關鍵】 

本題詢問哪一個 weather forecast（氣象預報）符合圖片描述。圖中四個城市的

天氣預報分別為：莫斯科（晴天），柏林（晴時多雲，氣溫最高），雪梨（雨

天），東京（雷雨，氣溫最低），故正確答案為 B。 

 

4. 

Please look at picture C again. Which locations will NOT likely have sunshine? 

(A) Sydney and Tokyo 

(B) Tokyo and Berlin 

(C) Berlin and Moscow 

(D) Moscow and Sydney 

Answer: A 

 

【解題關鍵】 

sunshine是指「晴天；陽光」，題目是問「哪裡不太可能是晴天？」。由圖可知

不是晴天，有可能下雨的地方是雪梨（Sydney）和東京（Tokyo），故選 A。

共 10題，每題請聽光碟放音機播出一英語問句或直述句之後，從試題冊上

A、B、C、D四個回答或回應中，找出一個最適合者作答。每題只播出一

遍。 

 

6. Can I ask you something? When is the last day to register for classes? 

(A) The first one starts this coming Monday. 

(B) I always count the money in the register. 

(C) I was on time for class this morning. 

(D) You have to finish it by the end of this Friday. 

Answer: D 

 

【解題關鍵】 

register在此作動詞用，表「註冊」。本題問「選課登記最後一天是什麼時

候」，選項 D回答「你必須在這周五結束前完成」為正確答案。選項 B的

register作名詞，指「收銀機」（又稱為 cash register）。 

 

7. We had to walk here because we abandoned our car on the side of the road. 

(A) You should have taken a different route. 

(B) Did you run out of gas or something? 

(C) I love walking through the countryside, too. 

(D) The police officer asked us to move on. 

Answer: B 

 

【解題關鍵】 

本題表示「我們把車丟棄在路邊，一路步行過來」。一般人這麼做的話有可能

是因為車子沒油或故障了，故選項 B以此詢問對方原因，為正確答案。run 

out of sth表示「用完、耗盡某物」，run out of gas就是「沒油了」。選項 A中

的 should have + p.p.表示「應該要……（但沒有做）」。 

 

8. Could I borrow your notes from the last lecture? 

(A) Sure, I’ll return it to you tomorrow after class. 

(B) Sorry, but I missed that class as well. 

(C) Yes, you can check out books from the library. 

(D) No, I don’t even have enough to cover my own rent. 

Answer: B 

 

【解題關鍵】 



Could I . . . 是提出請求時較為客氣的說法。本題想向對方「借筆記」，選項 B

表示抱歉，並說明「自己也缺課」，所以沒有筆記可以借他，是最適當的回

應。 

 

9. Thanks for asking about how Nick is doing. He’s on his way to a full recovery. 

(A) I dreamed he came back to life. 

(B) I’m sorry to hear he’s not doing well. 

(C) I had no idea he passed away. 

(D) I’m glad he’s getting better. 

Answer: D 

 

【解題關鍵】 

How is sb doing? 用來詢問某人的近況；因此本題第一句就表示「謝謝你詢問

尼克的近況」。而 on one’s way to . . . 除了指「往……的路上」，還可指「（某

事）快要完成」，即表示「快要完全康復了」。選項 D對於尼克的情況好轉表

達高興之情，符合題意，為正確答案。其他三個選項的回答皆答非所問。 

 

10. Pardon me. Can you tell me how to get to First Street? 

(A) Certainly. Walk to the corner and take a left. 

(B) I’m sorry. I can only take one person to the party. 

(C) Sure, but I think it closes a t 6:00 p.m. 

(D) I think the candy store is closed today. 

Answer: A 

 

【解題關鍵】 

pardon me等於 excuse me，向不熟的人請教問題或請求幫忙時，常以這句話開

頭。接著說 can you tell me how to get to . . .（你可以告訴我要怎麼到……嗎），

可知是在問路。四個選項中只有 A與報路有關，為正確答案。 

 

11. Good afternoon. We are here to check into our room. 

(A) Can you help me find my jacket? 

(B) Do you have a reservation? 

(C) It’s a beautiful day; let’s eat outside. 

(D) You speak Spanish very well. 

Answer: B 

 

【解題關鍵】 

根據題目 check into our room（登記住房）可知對話場景為旅館櫃臺，說話者



為住房的房客，而回應者應為旅館櫃臺人員，故選項 B是最恰當的答案。名

詞 reservation表示「預訂；訂位」，have a reservation可用來指「旅館訂房或飛

機、餐廳訂位」。 

 

12. I can’t believe that John got stopped for speeding again yesterday. 

(A) He was very sick last week. 

(B) He usually goes for a jog before work. 

(C) Yes, his car is too expensive. 

(D) I know. Luckily, he got off with only a small fine. 

Answer: D 

 

【解題關鍵】 

題目的關鍵字在於 speeding（加速；超速），got stopped for speeding again 就

是又因超速被攔下來了。四個選項中只有 D與超速相關，為正確答案，其中

fine作名詞，指「罰金」。 

 

13. How do you know that those people are tourists? 

(A) They are carrying cameras and travel bags. 

(B) I thoroughly enjoyed my vacation in Europe. 

(C) Those people are riding the bus. 

(D) Wait here! I’ll get the police! 

Answer: A 

 

【解題關鍵】 

題目中的 tourist指「觀光客」，針對題目問到「你怎麼知道那些人是觀光

客？」，選項 A提到他們攜帶 camera（照相機）和 travel bags（旅行袋），此為

觀光客常有的行頭，所以為正確答案；其他選項都不是合理的回應。 

 

14. Excuse me. This steak is undercooked. 

(A) I am glad that you like it. 

(B) Eating too much meat is bad. 

(C) I’ll take it back to the kitchen right away. 

(D) I don’t know where our cook is, either. 

Answer: C 

 

【解題關鍵】 

題目關鍵在於 undercooked，用來形容食物烹調時間不夠，還沒煮熟。四個選

項中 A的回應與實際情況不合，選項 B與是否煮熟無關，而選項 D完全答非



所問，只有選項 C為餐廳侍者在客人抱怨東西沒煮熟時可能的回應。 

 

15. We can start the meeting without Robert because he is running late. 

(A) He doesn’t like to be interrupted, does he? 

(B) He does this quite often, doesn’t he? 

(C) This was the first time he ran a marathon? 

(D) Won’t he miss the beginning of the movie? 

Answer: B 

 

【解題關鍵】 

be running late指「來不及」或「快要遲到」，題目意思表示「不用等羅伯特開

會，因為他會『遲到』」。四個選項中，只有 B為適當的回應，為正確答案。 

 

第三部份 簡短對話 

共 10題，每題請聽光碟放音機播出一段對話及一個相關的問題後，從試題冊

上 A、B、C、D四個選項中選出一個最適者作答。每段對話及問題只播出一

遍。 

 

16. 

W: Hey, you did a great job back there! 

M: Really? I was really nervous speaking in front of everyone. 

W: I think you did just fine. You looked very calm and confident. 

M: I really wasn’t. And I don’t think that anyone liked my jokes. 

W: Really? I saw a few people roaring with laughter. 

M: That’s good to know. Maybe it wasn’t as bad as I thought, then. 

 

Q: What did the woman see? 

(A) She saw some people leaving. 

(B) She saw some people reading. 

(C) She saw some people complaining. 

(D) She saw some people laughing. 

Answer: D 

 

【解題關鍵】 

roar with laughter表示「放聲大笑」，和 laugh（笑）意思相近，所以本題關於

女子看到什麼的答案要選 D。 

 

 



17. 

W: Do you have the figures I asked you for? 

M: I’m sorry, but I don’t have everything compiled yet. 

W: When do you think you’ll get that done? My presentation won’t be complete 

without them. 

M: If I work through the night, I can have them on your desk tomorrow morning. 

W: Great! That means I’ll still have time to get everything ready before Friday. I’m 

counting on you. 

M: Don’t worry. I won’t let you down. 

 

Q: Why does the man apologize to the woman? 

(A) He is late with information she needed. 

(B) He won’t be able to work overtime. 

(C) He can’t meet her for lunch. 

(D) He has to skip the presentation. 

Answer: A 

 

【解題關鍵】 

對話中男子回答女子問題時說 I’m sorry, but I don’t have everything compiled yet.

（很抱歉，我還沒彙整完成。）由此可知他道歉的原因是因為工作有所延誤，

故正確答案為 A。 

 

18. 

M: I wouldn’t buy an apartment in that building if I were you. 

W: Why not? The construction company has a good reputation for making quality 

homes. 

M: Let’s just say they have been known to take shortcuts in order to reduce the costs. 

W: Really? Do you have proof of that? 

M: All I can tell you is that I got my information from a source I trust. 

 

Q: What does the man imply about the company? 

(A) It and its products can be trusted 100%. 

(B) It makes high-quality building supplies. 

(C) It doesn’t always do things legally. 

(D) It always follows the laws when building homes. 

Answer: C 

 

【解題關鍵】 



男子在對話中表示 they have been known to take shortcuts in order to reduce their 

costs（大家早就知道他們為了降低成本而偷工減料）。Let’s just say that . . . 這

個說法常用在舉例之前，有「這麼說好了……」的含意。take shortcuts意指

「走捷徑」，在建造房屋時，「走捷徑」就表示不按正常程序、偷工減料的意

思，選項 C所述最符合這句話的含意，故為正確答案。 

 

19. 

M: I can’t believe I’m going bald at such a young age. 

W: Does the condition run in your family? 

M: Yes. My dad and both of my older brothers were the same way. 

W: It might not look so bad if you just shaved off what little hair you have left. 

M: Actually, I was thinking about seeking treatment for the problem. 

 

Q: What is this conversation mainly about? 

(A) The health of the man’s father 

(B) The woman’s issue with her brother 

(C) The man’s problem of hair loss 

(D) The medicine the man has to take 

Answer: C 

 

【解題關鍵】 

對話一開始男子擔心自己要禿頭了（going bald），接著對話都談及跟掉髮

（hair loss）相關的內容，可知這段對話主要是有關男子掉髮的問題，正確答

案為 C。 

 

20. 

W: Hold on a second. There’s a pebble in my shoe. 

M: OK. Let’s take a quick break. Besides, I need to rest my legs a bit and drink 

some water because I’m sweating like crazy. 

W: Good thinking. Just don’t drink all of it at once. We still have a long way to go 

before we reach the top. 

M: Don’t worry. I brought enough water to get me there and back. 

 

Q: Where is this conversation most likely taking place? 

(A) On a running track 

(B) In a yoga studio 

(C) On a hiking trail 

(D) At a ski resort 



Answer: C 

 

【解題關鍵】 

由女子在對話中表示We still have a long way to go before we reach the top.（我

們在登頂之前還有一大段路要走。）reach the top指「登上山頂」，可推測對話

中的兩人應該是在登山步道上，因此這段對話最可能發生的地點為選項 C的

on a hiking trail（在登山步道上）。 

 

21. 

M: I’m really hungry. Let’s grab a bite to eat.

(D) There is more variety at the food court. 

Answer: D 

 

【解題關鍵】 

對話中兩人輪流提出用餐地點的建議，而解題的關鍵在於男子說 Or better yet, 

let’s go eat at the food court.（不然更好的是，我們去美食廣場吃。）女子回應

That’s a great idea. They’ve got lots of variety.（那是個好主意。它們有各式各樣

的食物。）由此可見選擇美食廣場是因為那裡食物種類比較多，也就是選項 D

所說的 There is more variety at the food court.，正確答案為 D。 

 

22. 

M: How did you enjoy your vacation in Thailand? You look pretty relaxed. 

W: It was magnificent! Thanks for asking. 

M: What was the highlight? 

W: That would have to be visiting the elephant sanctuary. 

M: That’s so cool. I have always wanted to do that. 

W: Yes, it’s nice to see the elephants enjoying a better quality of life. 

 



Q: What did the woman think of her vacation? 

(A) She had a fantastic time on her vacation. 

(B) Her vacation was too expensive. 

(C) She had a depressing vacation. 

(D) Her vacation was a little dangerous. 

Answer: A 

 

【解題關鍵】 

這段對話的關鍵字是 magnificent，表示「極好的；壯麗的；宏偉的」。而 have 

a good / great / fantastic time都是指「玩得很開心」，fantastic在口語中表示

「非常棒的」，因此選項 A是最貼切的答案。 

 

23. 

M: The taxi driver really had some nerve driving fast like that. 

W: Yes, we could have been in an accident. 

M: I think we nearly were. We almost hit a car coming out of a side street. 

W: I think we should report him to the taxi company. 

M: Me too. Did you get his license plate number? 

 

Q: What does the man think about the taxi driver? 

(A) He thinks the driver drove well. 

(B) He thinks the driver was not being careful. 

(C) He thinks the driver was being brave. 

(D) He thinks the driver should go faster. 

Answer: B 

 

【解題關鍵】 

男子在對話一開始就說 The taxi driver really had some nerve driving fast like that.

（那個計程車司機竟然敢開那麼快。），可見他認為司機開太快了，可先刪除

選項 D；而 have some nerve為口語用法，表示「竟然敢、膽敢……」，nerve

在此並不是指「勇氣、膽量」，故可將選項 C排除。當女子提到司機可能讓他

們遇到事故，男子回說 I think we nearly were.（我覺得我們差不多是了。），可

知男子覺得司機的開車方法是很危險、非常不小心，故答案不可能是語帶稱讚

的 A，最符合他看法的是選項 B，故為正確答案。

Answer: C 

 

【解題關鍵】 

從女子點咖啡時提到咖啡要 milky（有加牛奶的）和 I don’t like my coffee too 

strong（我不喜歡咖啡太濃），可以先排除選項 B的雙倍濃縮。之後女子又說 I 

would also like a little sugar, please.（我還想加一點糖，麻煩你。）可知無糖的

選項 A、D皆非正解，選項 C的半糖拿鐵為正確答案。

麥克斯的對調。），對照圖表可知麥克斯的演講時間訂於 10:30–12:00，也就是

麥克更動後的演講時間，因此答案選 B。

【解題關鍵】

purchase（每購買一支拖把可獲得一份免費的 EZ地板清潔劑試用品）、a buy 

one, get one free offer on selected polish（精選拋光劑買一送一的優惠），以及

three-for-two on our own brand laundry detergent（我們自有品牌的洗衣粉買二送

一），分別為選項 D、B、C，並沒有選項 A所說的 A free mop for watching a 

demonstration（看示範送免費拖把），故答案為 A。

最後又有一句廣播中常會聽到的 stay tuned，意思就是請聽眾「鎖定收聽、別

轉台」。綜合以上線索，可以判斷這段話是出自廣播節目，而聽眾就是選項

D， People listening to the radio（聽廣播的人）。 

 

28.  

The Mount Negru volcano, located on an island in the Pacific Ocean, erupted 

yesterday and sent ash 10 kilometers into the air. Thousands of villagers living near 

the volcano were forced to leave their homes, and officials have warned that it will 

not be safe for them to return for some time. It is unclear how long the volcano will 

continue to be active. Thankfully no casualties have been reported so far. 

 

Q: What is implied about Mount Negru? 

(A) It is no longer active.

【解題關鍵】 

這則報導提到 The Mount Negru volcano . . . erupted yesterday（尼古火山在昨日

噴發），可見並非不再活動（no longer active），故排除選項 A。接著說

Thousands of villagers. . . were forced to leave their homes（數千名村民被迫離開

家園），因此也不是位於無人島（uninhabited island）上，最後一句說

Thankfully no casualtieshave been reported so far.（幸好，目前為止並未有傷亡

消息的報導。）與選項 D造成傷害（caused injuries）不符。選項 C的 It could 

erupt again.（它可能再次爆發）和報導中提到的 and officials have warned that it 

will not be safe for them to return for some time（當局警告將會有一段時間無法

讓他們安全返家）相呼應，因此正確答案為 C。

book signing with famous children’s book author Jordan Webb（……將舉辦知名

童書作家喬丹．韋伯的簽書會），由於童書的目標讀者為孩子，而選購書籍者



通常為父母，因此在四個選項中，最有可能的答案為選項 B孩子的父母。
